STATUTORY ASSESSMENT SUMMARY

School Performance Data 2019

The information below compares the attainment of our pupils with Local Authority and national
averages. Our school’s performance is above the national average in every area. This is very
pleasing and is testament to the strong working partnership between school, pupils and parents.

Early Years Foundation Stage

Pupils who are working at the expected standard or exceeding the expected standard in the key
areas of literacy, Maths, physical development, communication and language and personal, social
and emotional development are judged to have attained a Good Level of Development (GLD).

87% of pupils in Reception Class attained a Good Level of Development against the Early Years
Framework. This is above the national average of 72%.

Year 1 Phonic Screening Check
All pupils in Year 1 are required to take the Phonic Screening Check in which pupils read 40
words and non-words that assess their level of phonological awareness.

92% of the pupils in Year 1 attained the expected standard. The national average was 82%.

End of Key Stage 1 Statutory Assessment Data

Class teachers are required to use their professional judgement to assess every pupil in Year 2 in
Reading, Writing, Maths and Science. National Curriculum assessment tests are used to support
teachers’ judgements in Reading and Maths.

End of Key Stage 2 Statutory Assessment Data

Pupils in Year 6 are also assessed on their knowledge and understanding of the curriculum.

The results of the Statutory Tests in Reading, Maths and Spelling, Punctuation and Grammar are
reported using a scaled score, where a score of 100 represents the expected standard. The
highest possible score is 120 and the lowest is 80.

Pupils attaining a scaled score of between 100 and 109 are judged to have met the Expected
Standard. Pupils attaining a scaled score of between 11 Oand 120 are judged to have been
working at Greater Depth

Children are awarded one of the following Teacher Assessment judgements in Writing:

Expected Standard - Working at the expected standard for their age

Greater Depth - Working at greater depth within the expected standard and has a strong
understanding of the curriculum.
